Click on the small Ustream play button for video (if being used) OR click on the play 
arrow on the FMP 
Minicaster. (If you 
play both, you will 
hear an echo.) 
To follow along 
and/or join the chat, 
type in a name for  
the Earthbridges 
room. (You may to 
need switch it to say 
Earthbridges, not 
EdTechTalk.) No 
password is 
required.  Please 
remain respectful at 
all times.
